Directions: North Star Bible Camp is located in Willow, 

Alaska about 85 miles north of Anchorage.  After mile 

71 on the Parks Highway, turn right onto Willow-

Fishhook Road (also known as Hatcher Pass). North Star is 12.5 miles up Hatcher Pass at 
10688 Willow-Fishhook Road.


Transportation/Time


Events will begin at 12:00pm and finish up by about 2:00 pm on Sunday. Please be timely and 
call if you will be late (907.723.7243)


Transportation will depart Anchorage International Airport at the South Terminal Bus Loading 

Zone at 10:30am; arrive no later than 10:15am. Those driving to Willow should be at the North 
Star Bible Camp in Willow no later than 12:00pm on Friday.  Sunday’s events will wrap up at 
approximately 2:00pm with the bus departing for the airport at 2:30pm and arriving at the 
airport no later than 4:30pm.
